Modern World History

Growth of the Nation State through the Contemporary World (1500-2001)

This course examines the major philosophical, social, political and economic trends in the modern world.  Key topics that will be discussed include an understanding of the major individuals and events that shaped world affairs from the 1500’s to the present day.  Issues and developments within the countries of Asia, Africa and Europe as well as the rise of the United States as a world power will be incorporated into this course.
