Finally Pearsonôs Time To Lead Bay Path

Bay Path senior Kyle Pearson has been asked to play many  positions in his three -year varsity 

career, but this year he needs to focus on just one for the Minutemen ð quarterback.  

 

ñLast year, Kyle played fullback, tight end, flanker, split end and quarterback for us,ò Minutemen 

coach Al Dhembe said. ñOn defense, he played defensive end as well as inside and outside 

linebacker. He does what you ask him to do. Heôs a kid who is just willing to do what is best for 

the team and has a tremendous high football IQ. Heós the type of kid that makes coaching fun 

because he  understands the needs of the team and isnót caught up in himself.ò 

 

Pearson battled Spencer Dube for the QB job as a sophomore, with Pearson opening some eyes while starting the 

final two games. That competition continued last year when Pearson was a juni or and Dube was a senior.  

 

"We told both of them whoeverôs cream rises to the top will be our starting quarterback,ò Dhembe said. ñAs it ended 

up they were both so close in terms of talent that we decided to platoon them.ò  Pearson got most of the reps at the 

start of last season, but halfway through the year, Dube began to show flashes of greatness, eventually breaking 

the school record for passing yards while being named Hometeam Division 3C Offensive MVP.  

 

ñLast year it was hard to get on any type of roll or rhythm when you sharing quarterback duties,ò Pearson said. ñBut 

as soon as Spencer started doing well we stayed with him. It was definitely the right move. He deserved it.ò 

 

With Dube graduated, Pearson has guided the Minutemen to a 7 -1 mark. But the next two weeks will decide their 

fate. Bay Path plays Valley Tech Saturday and Assabet Nov. 11.  

 

ñThis team plays with a lot of heart,ò Pearson said. ñEveryone plays hard the entire game. There is never any quit. 

Once we get to play those two teams weóll have our opportunity to hopefully do something special.ò 

 

Pearson, whoôs from North Brookfield, is studying drafting at Bay Path but hopes to pursue a career in criminal 

justice. Heôs considering several colleges, including Nichols, Fitchburg State and Anna Maria.  

 

ñHeôs a very smart kid,ò Bay Path athletic director John Howard said. ñHe is extremely nice and polite and I like the 

way he carries himself on the football field. Heôs all business.ò  At 5 - feet -8, Pearson has emerged as a two -way 

offensive threat . His passing has been extremely accurate, while his legs give him the option to run and get 

downfield in a hurry.  

 

ñIf Kyle were 6-2, we wouldnôt be talking about schools like Fitchburg State,ò Dhembe said. ñWith the exception of 

one game against Burncoat , where it was rainy and foggy, Kyle has completed over 50 percent of his passes this 

year, which is remarkable. If you had to put a moniker on this team, it is their willingness to overachieve and that 

includes Kyle. On this team you have guys like Kyle w ho continuously want to learn, want to listen, want to grow 

and want to get the job done. As a coach, thatôs all you can ask for.ò

Aztecs' Scheme Down To T Vs. Bay Path

Bay Path dominated Valley Tech, 34 -7, on the road last Saturday, a week after Valley Tech won in overtime, 22 -14, 

at Assabet Valley.  

So it stands to reason that Bay Path shoul d have no trouble with Assabet when the two 8 -1 teams meet in the 

Hometeam Game of the Week at 7 tonight in Marlboro, right?  

Well, neither Bay Path coach Al Dhembe nor Assabet coach Rob McCann believe that.  

ñI think Valley Tech had a letdown,ò Dhembe said, ñbecause it was such an emotional, physical game the week 

before. They may have been spent against us. Plus they played (Assabet) in that horrendous snow -easter we had.ò  

ñIt's asking a lot of kids to show up two weeks in a row to play two huge games,ò McCann agreed, ñand that's what 

Valley Tech had.ò  

McCann also pointed out that teams change from week to week, mentioning how the Jets beat the Patriots in the 

playoffs last year after the Pats had blown them out a few weeks earlier.  

Bay Path has no plan s to underrate Assabet.  

ñWe all won't let that happen,ò Bay Path senior quarterback Kyle Pearson said, ñthe coaches, seniors, everyone. We 

don't want to hear that. We just want to play as hard as we can.ò  

Bay Path is 4 -0 in the Vocational League, a half game ahead of 4 -1 Valley Tech and a game in front of 3 -1 Assabet. 

Valley Tech hosts Worcester Tech tomorrow.  

Assabet has started a new quarterback since losing to Valley Tech. Senior Jeff Maiocchi started in a 28 -6 victory 

over Monty Tech last Saturday an d rushed for 147 yards on 15 carries. Senior Nate Costello gained 127 yards on 

only 10 carries and junior Paul Harpin ran 13 times for 126 yards.  

ñThat's the best I've seen a wing T run since probably Jerry Azumah was at St. Peter-Marian (in the mid -1990s ),ò 

Dhembe said. ñThey have a lot of finesse with a lot of power. It's almost contradictory, but it's true.ò  

Wingback Will Lynch is the Assabet's fastest runner and McCann wants him to get some carries tonight as well.  

Assabet has 25 seniors, the most in  McCann's eight years as head coach.  

Costello, only 5 - foot -8, 175 pounds, has run for 1,516 yards, second in Central Mass.

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ñHe's not terribly big or fast,ò McCann said, ñbut he has pretty good instinct to know where holes open and he 

follows his block ers well. He's able to break tackles and has uncanny ability not to get hit too hard.ò  

Harpin has run for 756 yards. The Aztecs run a lot. All season, they've thrown the ball only 16 times. Bay Path 

averages nearly that many passes a game. Pearson, the sa me size as Costello, has thrown for 1,239 yards and 13 

touchdowns. He's been intercepted only twice, once on a Hail Mary pass in a 21 -14 loss to West Boylston in the 

second week of the season.  

Dhembe considers Pearson one of the smartest players he's had in his 30 years as head coach at Bay Path. Pearson 

attributes his football knowhow to having played the game for 13 years. He's also played a lot of positions. Last year 

alone, he played quarterback, fullback, flanker, split end, tight end, inside lineback er, outside linebacker and 

defensive end, filling in when others got injured.  

ñI like quarterback a lot more,ò Pearson said. ñThere's more responsibility.ò  

Anthony Baez has caught 31 passes for 573 yards and scored 11 touchdowns.  

ñIt seems like every time he goes up for the ball, he comes down with it,ò Pearson said. ñHe makes big plays for our 

team.ò  

That's true on defense as well. Baez has intercepted four passes. Tyler Phillips has run for a team -high 506 yards 

and scored eight TDs. Linebacker Josh S t. Laurent leads the Minutemen in tackles. Junior offensive guard and 

defensive tackle Andrew Pelc is the team's best lineman.  

ñWe've got a bunch of overachieving kids,ò Dhembe said. ñWe're not very talented, we're not very big, we're not 

very fast, but o ur kids are very disciplined and they're overachievers. They have a great work ethic, they believe in 

what we're doing and they've responded in a big way this year.ò  

This could be a high scoring game. Among Central Mass. teams, only Auburn (277) has score d more points than Bay 

Path (270) or Assabet (263). On the other hand, only Gardner (47) and Nashoba (67) have allowed fewer points 

than Bay Path (93).  

Bay Path blew out Assabet, 42 -14, last year. 

McCann said he remembers the score in his 

nightmares.  

ñThat was a pretty humbling experience for us,ò 

McCann said. ñOur kids didn't show up last year. We 

certainly hope they're going to show up this year.ò  

 

Unfortunately Bay Path lost to Assabet Valley 

on this cold November evening by a score of

When the Central vs. Western 

Mass. Super Bowl format 

ended two years ago, one 

thing was certain ð some 

teams would meet more than 

once a season.  

 

That will happen Saturday when 

Assabet Valley and Bay Path 

Regional play for the Central Mass. Division 6 title at Fitchburg Stateôs Elliot Field at 11 a.m. The two Vocational 

Division rivals battled back on Nov. 11 with the Aztec s handling the Minutemen, 24 -6. This time, however, thereôs a 

lot more at stake.

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ñIôve never been a big proponent of playing a team twice in one season, but it is what it is,ò Bay Path coach Al 

Dhembe said. ñHow can you not get up for a game like this? Weôre very pleased to be going back to the Super Bowl 

again.ò 

 

ñAgainò is the operative word here. Saturdayôs game will mark the 10th Super Bowl appearance by the Minutemen 

(10 -2). Bay Pathôs fortunes in bowls have not been too positive, having gone 2-7. T he Minutemenôs last appearance 

came in 2003 when they fell to Belchertown in the Division 3A championship.  

 

Dhembe is fully aware of the challenge that awaits his squad. With an 11 -1 record, Assabet is solid all -around, 

particularly on offensive. Senior ru nning back Nate Costello (1,887 yards) and junior Paul Harpin (1,112 yards) have 

been a one -two punch behind a big, aggressive front line. Assabetôs rushing attack was clearly evident in Tuesdayôs 

playoff win over Littleton as it gained 293 yards on the gr ound, while converting two of three conversion attempts, 

also on the ground.  

 

ñWeôve got a lot of speed and determined, tough kids on our offensive line,ò said Aztec coach Rob McCann, whose 

last trip to the Super Bowl was in 2008 when Assabet defeated East hampton in the Division 3A game. ñOur game 

plan wonôt change. We want to eat up as much of the clock as we can, score touchdowns and play bend-but -donôt-

break defense. These kids deserved to be here. We donôt have a kid on this team that breaks a 5.0 40-ya rd dash 

nor do we have a kid over 275 pounds. We just have extremely hard -working kids with a lot of guts.ò 

 

Costello, one of the premier backs in the state, will be playing in his first Super Bowl.  

 

ñI remember my freshman year watching my brother Pat and those other kids in the Super Bowl,ò he said. ñI 

watched it from the sidelines and to now actually be playing in one myself is something you always dreamed about 

doing.ò 

 

The Minutemen are not lacking in talent. Although not as big as the Aztecs, Bay Path  has forged a reputation of 

playing with a blue -collar mentality that routinely finds ways to win games.  

 

Senior quarterback Kyle Pearson, who has thrown for more than 1,500 yards and 16 TDs, is the linchpin of the 

offense. His favorite targets have been A nthony Baez, Tom Gentry and Eric Edstrom, who have combined for more 

than 1,200 receiving yards.  

 

On the ground, Tyler Phillips, Josh St. Laurent and Edstrom all get their share of carries. Edstrom was the focal 

point in Tuesdayôs shutout of Valley Tech with 162 yards, including an 80 -yard TD run.  

 

On defense, both teams have performed very well. The Aztecs have allowed 14..3 points per game, while the 

Minutemen have given up just under 10. Bay Path will likely keep most of its defenders in the box to try t o slow 

down  Assabetôs running attack. Meanwhile, the Aztecs must keep a precise eye on Pearson, who is a solid, downfield 

passer, while not neglecting the Minutemenôs backfield. 

 

ñThey know us and we know them,ò Dhembe said. ñThere are no secrets here so to speak. Assabet is going to 

continue to do what got them to this point and weôll pretty much do the same. For us, if we can stay on course, 

move the chains and keep their offense off the field, then we have a shot.  

 

ñWe can execute plays but the key is to keep the ball out of their offenseôs hands because they have a lot of 

weapons to go to. For us, we need to play good team defense and get the ball back in our offenseôs hands as much 

as possible.ò

Minutemen Go On Offensive 

Pearsonôs Record Passing Day Needed To Get Victory

FITCHBURG ð  The adage that defense 

wins championships could be disputed 

following yesterdayôs Central Mass. 

Division 6 Super Bowl between Bay Path 

and Assabet Valley. 

 

The teams combined for 760 yards at 

Fitchburg Stateôs Elliot Field as the 

Minutemen won, 38-34. 

 

Senior quarterback Kyle Pearson threw for 

a school-record 316 yards, completing 12 

of 24 passes for four touchdowns in 

avenging a regular-season loss. The Minutemen, who never trailed after the 4-minute mark of the first quarter 

yesterday, lost to Assabet, 24-6, on Nov. 11. 

 

ñIt feels great going out on top,ò said Pearson, who also rushed for a score. ñAll the players on our team are 

playmakers, and they just made plays. é We just kept scoring when we had to and kept making plays to stay 

ahead.ò  

 

The victory marks the third title in 10 Super Bowl tries for Bay Path, and is their first since 2001.  

 

ñIt was two heavyweight boxers going toe-to-toe for 40 minutes,ò Bay Path coach Al Dhembe said. ñAssabet 

played to their strengths, which is basically run, and we played to ours, which is basically passing.  

 

ñKyle made some tremendous audibles today at the line of scrimmage. He kept his cool and made some big 

passes. We knew we could pass the ball because we have had trouble rushing against them.ò  

 

The Aztecs (11-2) got on the board first when on the second play from scrimmage, Nate Costello (25 carries, 

167 yards) ran around right end 73 yards to grab a 6-0 lead. Assabet outgained Bay Path, 412-348.  
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The Minutemen (11-2) answered on their ensuing possession. Pearson hit Anthony Baez (six catches, 87 

yards) with a 22-yard touchdown to tie the game at 6-6. Zack Huard had two fumble recoveries in the quarter 

that led to scores, making it 20-6 Bay Path after one quarter.  

 

The Aztecs got to within 20-14, thanks to a Costello 27-yard rush and conversion run early in the second 

quarter, capping a 62-yard drive.  

 

Two minutes later, however, Josh St. Laurent galloped 15 yards into the end zone to push Bay Pathôs 

advantage to 12. 

 

Just before halftime, Costello heaved a 31-yard option pass to Kyle Fernandes, who leaped over two 

defenders for the touchdown, and Assabet trailed only 26-20 at the break.  

 

After a scoreless third quarter, Pearson found senior Eric Edstrom (three catches, 103 yards) across the middle 

two minutes into the fourth. Edstrom outran the defense to the end zone and increased the Minutemenôs lead 

to 32-20. 

 

Moments later, Bay Path recovered another fumble. Needing just one play, Pearson threw an 81-yard TD pass 

to Tom Gentry (three catches, 127 yards) along the right sideline for the winner.  

 

ñWe had a lot fun with these kids all year,ò Assabet coach Rob McCann said. ñTo win championships, you 

have to make plays. (Bay Path) made the plays, especially on third-and-long and fourth-and-long. Their 

receivers made some great catches with our defenders right there with them.ò  

 

The remainder of the game favored the Aztecs. Quarterback Jeff Maiocchi scored on a 1-yard carry, and 

Assabet recovered the ensuing onside kick. Moving 53 yards, Paul Harpin (13 carries, 93 yards) busted 

through the middle from 10 yards, putting Assabet within a touchdown with 1:06 remaining.  

 

But the Aztecsô gamble to recover another onside kick was denied when Edstrom fell on the ball, allowing 

Bay Path to run out the clock.
